· Applications may only be submitted during the current application submission period.
· Applications must be typed (completed on a computer). Hand written applications will not be accepted. To complete this form, click (once only) into the gray box at the end of each requested response. When it becomes dark, begin typing.  The box will expand as you type. Be sure to save the document entries before closing it. Do not alter/reformat this application form.
· Before completing an application, first check to see if a desired date/time is available by downloading the “Currently Available” list from the Student Showcases webpage.
· New applicants that are not a public/private k-12 school, must submit a video or link to a website or YouTube video of the group's planned performance showing costumes. Also, include lyrics for all planned recorded music. 
· A separate application must be completed for each performance group you plan to bring (choir, band, orchestra, 2 bands, etc.) Please indicate the order in which you want them to perform and on each submitted application, please make sure to accurately list the number of performers in that group. Do not put totals of all groups on any one application. 
· Please provide name, address and phone for the school/organization and the performance group lead (i.e. band/choir director, dance instructor, etc.) as the main contact. If the person filling out the application is not the group lead, please note where performance related information should be sent, and list your information under “Additional Contacts”.
· Applicants are expected to fill all of the requested performance time. Requests must be for at least a 15 min. time slot, and no more than 45 min. If your performance needs change, please notify us ASAP.
· If you have chosen a popular date/time, it is highly likely that your performance may be scheduled for an alternate date/time that you have listed on your application, so please do not list alternate dates/times that will not work for your group. If you are only able to perform on a specific date, please know that we may not be able to accommodate your request.
· Do not include set-up and tear-down time in your “performance length” request. Set-up and tear-down time is scheduled independently of your performance. 
· A Stage Set-up Diagram must be typed (completed on a computer) and submitted along with your performance application. Download the form from the Student Showcases webpage. Complete the form per the instructions on page 2 but leave the performance date/time blank. One diagram must be completed for each performance group application submitted. Performance dates/times will not be scheduled until this form is received. Do not reformat this form. 

· We will do our best to accommodate your request. However, we may need to modify your set-up in order to accommodate everyone’s needs. Be aware that large bands/orchestras often must perform on the floor in front of the stage as the stage may not accommodate their needs.

· Submit completed applications and Stage Set-up Diagrams as WORD documents by email only to studentshowcases@seattle.gov. (Faxes, PDF’s or other formats will not be accepted)
· If you have any changes to your application (i.e. number of students performing, performance date/time, technical requirements etc.) or if your contact information has changed, it is your responsibility to notify the Student Showcase Program Manager ASAP at studentshowcases@seattle.gov.
· If for any reason you are not able to make your scheduled performance, it is your responsibility to contact the Student Showcase Program Manager as far in advance as possible to let us know, or Customer Service at 206-684-7200 if it is the day of the performance.
· If your application is, incomplete, you request dates that are listed as unavailable, if you request performances for more than one group and do not submit the appropriate number of applications, or if your Stage Set-up diagram has not been received along with your application, your application will not be processed until the requested information is received. 

· Download the FAQ's from the Student Showcase website for performance procedures, conditions and answers to common questions. Failure to adhere to the procedures and conditions as outlined in this application and in the FAQ's may result in the denial of future showcase performances. 
· The Application, Stage Set-up Diagram and FAQ’s are updated periodically as circumstances or information changes. If you are a returning applicant, it is your responsibility to check for updates, and always download the most current forms. Do not use forms from past series.

You will need to take all instruments, props, costumes, etc. with you when your performance is over.

Large groups may be assigned to rooms upstairs in the Armory Loft. Dressing room assignments are done at the discretion of the Student Showcase Event Coordinator based on the flow of performances that day and are not negotiable. The Event Coordinator will direct your group to the assigned dressing room. 
Dressing rooms are only available 15 minutes prior to your performance, and you must vacate your dressing room no later than 15 minutes after your performance. Your group may NOT enter the dressing room area until given permission to do so by the Student Showcase stage crew. 

If you need separate male and female dressing rooms, please contact the Student Showcase Event Coordinator. (Contact information will be included in your performance confirmation email.)
PARKING/LOADING PERMITS
School buses are not allowed on campus. Instruments, props, costumes and other performance items must be unloaded at the campus gates and performers must walk onto campus. Cars and/or vans only may drive onto campus with a valid load/unload permit to load/unload items. Once performance items have been loaded/unloaded, vehicles must then exit campus to park. Vehicles will not be permitted access to the grounds without the appropriate permit. 
Seattle Center does not provide school bus parking. There is limited street parking available and these spaces do not require parking permits. A bus zone parking map will be attached to your performance confirmation email. For more information, please go to seattlecenter.com/transportation.
Construction Notice 

The arena renovation project will be the site of major construction through 2021. This may result in impacts to adjacent areas, including noise, dust, heavy equipment traffic and other impacts associated with construction projects of this nature. 1st Avenue Garage is no longer available to the public. However, you may continue to use Mercer Street or 5th Avenue Garages. The intersection at 2nd & Thomas Streets may also be obstructed/unavailable during construction.
