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Information for Parents and Guardians 
 
The Young Critics Workshop is designed to nurture young writers who have an interest in 
critical writing and/or journalism, and to give them reviewing experience.  As part of this 
opportunity, we ask our students to attend and review shows at some of Teen Tix’s 
participating venues:  

 
• In some cases, YCW students will be given the opportunity to attend and review 

shows as “official” Teen Tix reviewers.  In those cases, students will be provided with 
two complimentary tickets to the assigned show.  The second ticket may be used by 
anyone, including a parent or guardian. 

 
• In some cases, YCW students will be attending and reviewing shows of their own 

choosing using their Teen Tix passes.  In these cases, complimentary tickets will not 
be provided, and both the student and parents, guardians, friends or family members 
who wish to attend with the student must pay for their own tickets.  Day of show tickets 
for Teen Tix members cost $5.00.  Therefore, our students may incur a cost of $5 - 
$15 over the course of the workshop.  These tickets can be subsidized for students 
who demonstrate need.  No one will be denied entry to the workshop due to inability to 
purchase tickets.  Ticket subsidies are for YCW students only – no assistance is 
available for parents, guardians, friends or family members to attend shows.  If you 
think that your student might need assistance to purchase tickets, please let us know. 

 
• Through the YCW, students may have the opportunity to visit venues as a group.  In 

these cases, adult chaperones will be provided, and ticket costs will be covered by 
Teen Tix.  Transportation to these venues will be conducted via foot or bus.  All 
transportation costs will be provided for by Teen Tix.  Parents and guardians will be 
notified of any such trips in advance. 

 
• All accepted students will be asked to complete an emergency contact form prior to 

the first class meeting.  Parents and guardians of accepted students who are under 18 
years of age will also be asked to complete and sign a permission slip prior to the first 
class meeting.
